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Dear parents,
Curriculum notes

We are using the topics of ‘winter’ and
% ‘transport' this month.
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Personal, Social and Emotional Development.

The children will have a chance to work in small groups
as we guide them in creating models of vehicles for our
classroom displays. We have already noticed how they
are enjoying helping each other and talking about their
work.

Language Development

As we name and talk about how things move and the
various purposes of transport vehicles, we will also be
looking for symbols, logos and print we recognise from
our environment. The concept of print carrying meaning
is an important pre-reading concept.

Physical Development

Gross motor skills and energetic play in transporting
balls/bean bags Cooperating with others and sharing
work of gathering equipment. Collaborate in making a
shelter from cold/wind outdoors.

Mathematical Development

Counting to ten. Recognizing 2D and 3d shape Matching
and selecting appropriate shapes for model vehicle
making. Naming shapes in particular triangle and cone.
Using ‘pink tower’ to grade according to size/weight
Role play space station: 10, 9, 8...

The Arts

Drama/Action Songs: ‘Five wonky bicycles” "My Turn,
Your turn’ Designing and selecting materials for model
making. Talking about own ideas and using posters and
books for reference.

The World around Us

In the area of 'The World Around Us' we are exploring
some ideas about hot and cold, and freezing and melting,
in our classroom play.

We will be supporting the children in using factual books
to find out information about how animals survive in
winter and in very cold regions of the world.
